EBBINGHAUS AND THE FORGETTING CURVE

If you donõt review, 

you forget.

Reviewing around 3 times , 

with gaps between 

reviews, will reduce your 

chances of forgetting.



REVISION ςWHAT AND WHEN? 

ÅRevision happens in stages –only over time 
can you effectively revise. 

ÅBy the end of the Summer –have your Year 
10 work made into revision resources.

ÅBy Christmas, February and then Easter –
have your Year 11 work sorted.

PREPARE: getting starter (the basics)

ɻMake a realistic timetable (and stick to it !)

ɻClear your desk

ɻGet the right stationary

ɻGet hold of ways to practise

(past papers, workbooks, checklists)



ÅGet a drink and a snackif you need them. 

ÅSpecific goalsfor each session. 

ÅDo the first five minutes

ÅWork on reducing your notesto a single A4 page for each exam

ÅTake a break(45-15  or 20-5)

ÅGetting distracted?Write it down. Do it later. 

ÅDon’t get it, despite trying as hard as you can? Talk to your teacher!

ÅConsider using an appto prevent getting distracted by your phone

REVISION ðUSING CARDS (LEARN)

ÅThese vary in style –Q/A, bullet points, one 
or double-sided. 

ÅDO NOT WASTE TIME revising what you 
know –if you knew it easily, put it to the back 
of the pack –if not, visit it again promptly. 

ÅGreat for getting people to test you –if they 
can also read them! 





MIND MAPS ðWHY AND HOW? (PREPARE)

ÅCan be fun to make, interesting to look at and 
support visual memory. 

ÅHow? –Use colour, words and pictures, large pieces 
of paper (landscape). Make lines thick to thin. 

ÅDon’t use a computer for any resources unless you 
will also be using one in the exam. 

ÅStick them somewhere you will look often. 









FINAL STAGE ðAPPLY YOUR LEARNING

ÅYou will get plenty of opportunities to practise exam 
style questions in lessons and revision sessions, especially 
in Year 11.

ÅUse past papers and revision workbooks –tackle the 
stuff you find the hardest (at your level)

ÅGet to know the mark schemes and command words for 
each subject. 



ADVICE FROM YOUR TEACHERS

ÅDon’t be passive in lessons.

ÅYou can only revise what you know and 
understand. Ask teachers for advice on this at 
your level.

ÅFocus on one topic at a time.

ÅPractice makes ….. permanent.
